Who will celebrate 65 years of Ordination on 10th June. 
Reverend Monsignor Vincent T. Kelly a native of Kilrush was educated at St. 

Patrick’s College in Thurles, Co. Tipperary and was ordained to the priesthood 
in St. Senan’s Church, Kilrush on June 10th 1956. Monsignor Kelly began his 
service to the Fort Lauderdale community in 1969. In 1970 he was assigned 

as supervising Principal at St. Thomas Aquinas High School.  In 2010 he 
spearheaded a massive relief effort for the victims of the earthquake in Haiti, 

working with thousands of supporters throughout Fort Lauderdale to send  
physicians and supplies to the island to assist in the recovery effort.  Today Monsignor Kelly serves as pastor of St. John 

the Baptist Catholic Church.  Monsignor Kelly will celebrate his 60th Anniversary as a priest with nearly 50 years of          
exemplary service to the Fort Lauderdale community. We wish Monsignor Vincent every good wish on this momentous 

occasion and we look forward to seeing him back in  Kilrush very soon.

MESSAGE FROM BISHOP FINTAN 

Just letting you know that the office had a call today from a 
senior officer in the HSE, mid-west region regarding the high 
rates of infection in the region. In line with the gov.ie guide-
lines that there should be no Sacraments of Confirmation and 
First Holy Communion celebrated in May or June they were 

further emphasising the importance of that. 
They are clear that great efforts are being made in relation to 

the Church ceremonies but it is afterwards with the gatherings 
that dangers are arising. 

They further made the point that many of the parents of the 
children involved are still awaiting vaccination and it would be 

very much prudent to wait until that happens. 
If there is any further guidance from the HSE or gov.ie I will 

pass it on, but again I would discourage any parishes from set-
ting dates until further notice.
