TODAY IS THE FIRST SUNDAY IN ADVENT and we can reflect on it 
as a time of waiting, watching, preparation, light and quiet reflection on 
the Person who is to come. A new Liturgical year has begun and we  
reflect on the fulfilment of God’s Plan, the coming of His kingdom. It is a 
period of four weeks prior to Christmas. It is a season which helps us to 
prepare for the great feast of Christmas. The Advent Wreath is prepared 
and blessed on the first Sunday of Advent. This is a long standing cus-
tom in Europe. It is made from holly and evergreen leaves in the form of 
a circle with four candles representing each week. The circle reminds us 
of eternity which has no beginning or end. One candle is lit for each 
Sunday in Advent. During Advent we ought to follow the way of the Lord 
and repent of our sins so that we can welcome Jesus when He comes.
