On Sunday 16 June, the Church will mark Day for Life 2024 with a               
message on the theme: The Lord is my shepherd - Compassion and Hope

there is no such a thing as a useless life. Catholics are called to defend 
this gift of life to its natural end and to protect vulnerable citizens from a 
culture that could pressure them into assisted suicide.
