ADVENT REFLECTION 
A time to Rejoice  

This week we will light the pink 
candle of our Advent Wreath. And as we 

light this candle we recall what St. Paul said 
to the Philippians: 

“Rejoice in the Lord always; again I say, 
‘Rejoice’” 

Sometimes when we have almost arrived at 
our destination, or when we are on the cusp 

of achieving our goals, we can lose heart 
because we begin to doubt if we will ever 

make it. Or maybe due to tiredness we get 
distracted and we allow doubt to set in, 
causing us to question our ourselves. 

The third week of Advent calls us to rejoice. 
We rejoice because the birth of Jesus is 

almost upon us. May our rejoicing energise 
us. May it enable us to refocus with the         

expectation that something new will be born 
in our lives. May we believe that we are on 
the verge of some transformative. That a 

new and life-giving event is about to happen 
in our lives. We rejoice because we believe 

that with the birth of Jesus comes the          
potential for the birth of new life and new 

love in our own lives.
